	Narrative description of the Proposition 28 arts education programs funded 2500 character limit: GES:  A portion of our Prop 28 funds will be dedicated to expanding our schoolwide music program, ensuring that students have access to music education with a teacher in place for the entire year. This investment allows us to provide more consistent opportunities for students to learn and engage with music as an essential part of their education. In addition, we will be exploring the expansion of available instruments to enrich student learning experiences and are considering the addition of a school mural to further celebrate the arts across our campus.

GNTA: This year, Prop 28 funding is being allocated across a variety of creative and enrichment opportunities for our students. A portion of the funds will go to support a new Media Arts Center, including the purchase of cameras, costumes, and other resources that allow students to explore digital media and performance.

The Ceramics Club will also benefit, with funding set aside to support the teacher and help the program grow. At Buena Vista, students will receive their share of funds as well, with a focus on expanding music opportunities through the purchase of guitars, stands, and music books. Part of their allotment will also support the VIVA program.

To strengthen hands-on and maker opportunities, we are planning for the purchase of a Glowforge and cart for the Make program. 

Overall, Prop 28 funds are helping us build a wide range of creative outlets for students—supporting art, music, media, and maker-centered learning across the district.
